Remove all of the appliance parts from the packaging.

Place the Outer Tube (13) into the Base (14).

. Fit the Weight (15) onto the bottom of the Base (14), the

Fastener (16) onto the bottom of the Weight (15). Tighten the
Fastener (16), Weight (15), Base (14) and Outer Tube (13)
with the Locking Screw (17) .

. Position the Fan Motor (9) on top of the Inner Tube (11) as

shown in the picture below.

—11. Inner Tube

—13. Outer Tube

Insert tilt Axle so it passes through square hole of the coupling and
lower hole of the Inner Tube (11). Fully tigten the Tilt Axle with
the Locking Nut.

. Insert Tilt Locking Screw() through the top hole of the coupling

and firmly tighten.

. Position Rear Guard (4) (Handle upper most) over the motor

shaft and secure tightly to the Fan Motor (9) with the Four
Screws (3) provided. See picture below.

. Align the Fan Blade (2) with the flat part on the Motor Shaft (6)

and secure with the Fan Blade Screw (5) until tight.

. Open the Clips on the Front Guard (1) and place the Front Guard

(1) onto the Rear Guard (4), (align locking screw holes at the
bottom of the Guards and close the Clips over the outer rim.

OPERATING THE FAN

This Pedestal Fan is for domestic use, it is not intended for

industrial or commercial use, Your Pedestal Fan is safe and easy
to use.

. Oscillating
Place the fan on a flat, level surface and ensure it is stable. Knob

Put the plug in the wall socket making sure the power cable is
not taut and not in a walkway where it can be tripped over.

*  SPEED FUNCTION (8)

This Pedestal Fan has 3 speeds for your comfort and
convenience.

1 - Low speed.
2 - Medium speed.
3 - High speed.

0 - Off button to stop the fan working.

*  OSCILLATION FUNCTION (7)

The Pedestal Fan has an oscillating function (side to side
swing) to cover large areas for your comfort and convenience.

To activate this functon, depress the Oscillation Knob (7)
and the head will automatically ocsillate from left to right
and back again when the fan is switched on.

Lift the Oscillation Knob (7) to stop this function and keep
the air flow in one direction only.




. TILT ADJUSTMENT

Loosen the Tilt Lock Screw, hold the fan head by the Rear
Guard (4) handle and tilt the head to the desired angle.

Tighten the Tilt Lock Screw to lock the head in position.

. HEIGHT ADJUSTMENT

The height of the fan can be adjusted by turning the Height
Adjustment Screw (12) anti-clockwise to loosen the Inner Tube

(11).

Adjust the Inner Tube (11) to the desired height and firmly
tighten the Height Adjustment Screw (12).
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Before cleaning the
CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE fan always remove the
plug from the power

socket to prevent
injury or electrical
shock.

The appliance, the power cord and the power plug must not
be immersed in water or other liquids when you are cleaning
them. Clean them with a dry cloth.

If it is very dirty, the outside of the appliance can be wiped
carefully with a moist cloth and then dried carefully.

Make sure that no moisture penetrates into the interior of the
appliance.

Do not use any harsh cleaners, steel brushes, scouring powder
or other hard objects to clean the appliance as these can cause
scratches on the surfaces.
