ASSEMBLING THE FAN

Assemble the fan head and attach to the post.

1 Post

2. Pivot knob

3. Neck retaining screw
4. Motor housing

5. Small adjustment knob
6. Large pivot bolt

. First remove the pivot knob (2) and the large pivot bolt (6) from the
top of the post,then remove the neck retaining screw (3) and small
adjustment knob (5) from the motor housing bracket.

Place the fan head and motor assembly on top of the post and thread
the large pivot bolt (6) through the bracket. Screw in the neck retaining
screw (3) and tighten, but do not overtighten.

3. Securely tighten the post and stand base together with washer and
L-shaped screw. Tighten firmly, but do not overtighten.

4. Fit the large pivot knob (2) onto the end of the bolt (6) and the small

adjustment knob (5) at the other side above the bolt. Tighten the knobs
while holding the fan motor upright.

. The L-shaped screw is attached to the post, or supplied separately.
Unscrew the L-shaped screw, if applicable, and remove it from the
bottom of the post.

2. Turn the stand base over.

3. Securely tighten the post and stand base together with washer and
L-shaped screw. Tighten firmly, but do not overtighten.

4. Screw Fan head assembly onto top of post. Tighten firmly, but do
not over-tighten.

. Attach the back grill to the motor head with the screws provided.

OPERATING THE FAN

1. This Fan is for domestic use, it is not intended for industrial or
commercial use. Your Fan is safe and easy to use.

2. Place the fan on a flat, level surface and ensure it is stable.

3. Put the plug in the wall socket, making sure the power cable is not
taut and not in a walkway where it can be tripped over.

4. Adjust fan speed by rotating the speed dial to the desired position.

5. For the fan to oscillate automatically from left to right, press down on
the oscillation knob at the top of the motor housing. To stop
oscillation, pull up on the same knob.

6. To tilt the fan head, loosen the pivot knob slightly and also the small
adjustment knob. Adjust fan head to the desired position and
retighten the two knobs. The fan must be switched off when doing
this adjustment.




CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE

The appliance, the power cord and the power plug must not
be immersed in water or other liquids when you are cleaning
them. Clean them with a dry cloth.

If it is very dirty, the outside of the appliance can be wiped
carefully with a moist cloth and then dried carefully.

Make sure that no moisture penetrates into the interior of the
appliance.

Do not use any harsh cleaners, steel brushes, scouring powder
or other hard objects to clean the appliance as these can cause
scratches on the surfaces.

Clean the appliance regularly.

Never use solvents, benzene or oil-based cleaners as these
can damage the housing.

Re-tighten visible screw connections on the appliance regularly
in order to ensure that the device is functioning properly.
