How to do
a leak test
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USING YOUR HEATER

 

 
 

 

 

 

Smoke and odour 
caused by the heating 
of oils used during 
manufacturing will
occur when lighting 

time. This is normal 
and there is no
reason for alarm.
Avoid inhaling the 
fumes!
The smoke and odour 
should dissipate within 
3 - 4 minutes.

Check the heater 
immediately if any of 
the following occurs:
• The heater does 

not reach tem-
perature.

• The burner 
makes popping 
noise during use 
(a slight noise is 
normal when the 
burner is extin-
guished).

• Excessive gas 
smell.
